
Respiratory Protection Requirements – Phosphates Dry Products (October 2015)

Scope: As an added control for ammonia exposure protection, respirators will be required to be carried by all personnel in the Dry Products granulation units in Mosaic Phosphates. This includes PMAP, GMAP, DAP and MicroEssentials granulation plants in Florida and Louisiana.
Facilities: Bartow, Faustina, New Wales, Plant City, Riverview 
Effective Date: November 16, 2015 
Requirements for:  Contractors and Visitors
· Half or full face APR (air purifying respirator) approved for use in ammonia service on their person or within arm’s reach, or
· Emergency escape respirators approved for ammonia service (hooded, mouth bite style, etc.) on their person or within arm’s reach.
· Contractors will be responsible for purchasing and issuing respirators to their employees and ensuring they are covered under their company respiratory protection program and 
· Plant City, Florida requires respiratory protection on their person upon entry into the facility (acid gas for general plant use and ammonia for granulation units). Those using mouth bites or any other respirator must follow OSHA’s facial hair guidelines).
· Faustina, Louisiana requires ammonia respiratory protection on their person upon entry into the facility (embedded contractors require half mask or full face APR). 
· Projects could have additional requirements. 

· Visitors will be provided an emergency escape respirator with instructions on use approved for ammonia service (hooded, mouth bite style, etc.). The Facility and Dry Products Department will maintain respirators for this purpose. The Mosaic host for the visitor will ensure coordination of obtaining respirators and use instruction prior to entering a granulation unit.
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*Any exceptions for respirator requirements during repair days or turnarounds will require GM approval
