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1 Purpose
This document is to instruct and advise Operators of Commercial Motor Vehicles (CMV),
Supervisors, Clerks and Administrators of CMV equipment of the requirements and processes of
the CMV Program mandated by Mosaic, The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration
(FMCSA) and the Department of Transportation (DOT). This includes CMV requirements, contact
information, and general information on vehicles required to have a qualified operator.

Commercial Motor Vehicle — Any company vehicle that weighs
26,001 pounds or more

Commercial Driver’s License — Driver’s license that allows the
driver to operate a commercial or passenger vehicle.

A commercial driver’s license that is required to operate any
combination of vehicles with a gross combination weight rating
(GCWR) of 26,001 Ibs./ or more, to include a towed vehicle that
is HEAVIER than 10,000 lbs. and is driven, across, or parallel to a
public highway.

A commercial driver license that is required to operate a single
vehicle with a GVWR of 26,001 lbs. or heavier. Any vehicle as
described above that is towing another vehicle weighing UP TO
10,000 lbs. or LESS and is drive on, across, or parallel to a public
roadway.

Driver Qualification Files — Record of the company’s CMV/CDL
operators. Must include but not limited to MVR, Physical Exam
Medical Card, and record of certification of road test.

Department of Transportation — A department of the federal
executive branch responsible for the national highways and for
railroad system, and the Coast Guard.

The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration —is an agency in

the United States’ Department of Transportation that regulates
the trucking industry in the United States. The primary mission is
to reduce crashes, injuries and fatalities involving large trucks
and buses.

The CDL Drug and Alcohol Clearinghouse is an online database
created by FMCSA that will contain information about CDL
drivers who have violated DOT drug or alcohol testing standards.

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3  Responsibilities

Title Requirements

Operator 1. Complete all required documentation for DQF before operating any
Mosaic CMV equipment.

2. All CMV Operators that drive a vehicle weighing 26,001 Ibs. or more on,
across or parallel to a public roadway for Mosaic business must have
either a Class A or B CDL endorsement depending on type of equipment
that is being operated.

3. The new driver has 30 days to obtain his CDL.

4. Maintain current CDL on file with CMV Coordinator by providing a color
copy of driver’s license front and back.

5. Immediately notify the CMV Coordinator of citations for alleged
violations of the DOT or State rules for CMV’s, accidents involving
CMV’s or any license suspension including personal.

6. Maintain current DOT Medical Exam Card and provide copy to CMV
Coordinator.

File DOT Medical Card online with the State of Florida.

Complete the Annual Certification of Violations and return to the CMV
Coordinator within the required timeframe.

9. Review and sign the last inspection report and verify any noted defects
were corrected.

10. Complete and sign a written vehicle inspection report at the completion
of each day’s work (post trip) on each vehicle operated, including any
defects.

11. Be qualified to operate a vehicle with air brakes.

12. Complete and sign a General Consent for Limited Queries of the FMCSA
Drug and Alcohol Clearinghouse.
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Title Requirements
Supervisor 1. Notify the CMV Coordinator of a new operator accepting the position of
a CMV Operator.

2. Make the operator available to fill our required information packet for
DOT physical exam within 30 day of the operator accepting the position.

3. Provide monthly update to CMV Coordinator on operators’ status.

4. Attend DOT required Reasonable Suspicion for Drug and Alcohol
training.

5. Ensure that their set-up supervisor(s) attends required Reasonable
Suspicion for Drug and Alcohol training.

6. Not allow any operator to operate CMV equipment once the supervisor
has been notified that the operator is out of compliance, until clearance
has been received by the CMV Coordinator.

7. Inform operator when notified by CMV that the operator is out of
compliance.

5 DOT Medical Certification Requirements

1. Itisthe Operator’s responsibility to ensure that they are in compliance with the required
refresher dates for their DOT Medical Exam Card.

2. DOT Physicals are done every one (1) or two (2) years based on the expiration date of the
medical card.

3. Operator should schedule DOT Physical Exam approximately thirty (30) days before the
medical card expires.

4. Temporary Medical Cards or Extensions will not be provided.

5. Operator is required to bring all clearance letters from primary/treating physician at the time
of schedule DOT Physical. Note: See list below for conditions that require medical clearance.

6. A new medical clearance letter is required each year for any condition that require a clearance
letter.

Medical cards must be filed with the State of Florida no later than five (5) days from exam.

Failure to file a Medical Certification in a timely manner may disqualify the operator’s CDL at
which time the operator will be removed from the CMV program until their CDL is reinstated.

9. All operators will be subject to a random drug / alcohol screening separate form Mosaic’s
random testing.

10. Documentation of any medical variance, exemption or waiver must be provided and kept in
the Operator’s medical file with the Mosaic clinic. All waivers will be reviewed by a qualified
medical professional approved by Mosaic.

6 Examples of Medical Conditions that Require a Medical Clearance

1. lllness or Injury within the last five (5) years.
2. Head/Brain injuries, illness or disorders.
3. Seizures, epilepsy.
4. Eye disorders or impaired vision (excluding corrective lenses)

Filing Medical Exam Card

Part of maintaining a CDL is proof of medical certification. The Department of Transportation
Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) requires that you maintain a current Medical Exam Card with
the State of Florida. In the past all that was needed was a copy of the Medical Exam Card. As of
June 23, 2018, you will no longer be able to use a copy of your card as proof, you must have your
card on file with the State, and it must be on your MVR within fifteen (15 days) from the exam.
You are required to file your Medical Exam Card with the State of Florida within five (5) days of
the issuance of the Medical Exam Card. The State has ten (10) days to register your card on to
your MVR.

If the Medical Certification Card does not show on your MVR within fifteen (15) calendar days
from the date of the exam, your card will not be considered valid and your CDL may be
suspended.

Warning. Failure to file your Medical card within thirty (30) days from due date your license will
be downgraded to a Class E. It will be the driver’s responsibility to pay all expenses for a new CDL.

Self-Certification
It is important for all CDL holders to self-certify their Medical Exam Card with the State of
Florida by going online to: The Florida Highway Safety and Motor Vehicle (FHSMV) website:

https://www.flhsmv.gov/ddl/cdlmedicalcert.html

When filing your Medical Exam Card you must choose option “C” for Intrastate. Mosaic is only
authorized to approve medical exams for Intrastate (Florida Only) driving.

If you wish to obtain medical clearance for Interstate (outside of Florida), you will be required to
go to an outside source for your medical exam. You will also be responsible for the cost of the
exam and must pass the exam with Mosaic Medical staff as well.

You are required to maintain a current Medical Exam Card on file with the Mosaic Clinic and with
the CMV Coordinator. The Medical Exam Card must be approved by Mosaic’s medical provider.

If this information is not provided it could affect your status as a CMV operator for Mosaic.

Note. Please see Section 16 for instructions on how to file your medical certificate.

De-Authorized CMV Drivers
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Drivers may be considered de-authorized if the following item(s) take place. De-authorized drivers
will not be permitted to operate a CMV for Mosaic and may be placed into a different job position
until the operator has rectified all issues. Items that could cause an operator to be de-authorized
are as follows, but not limited to:

e Fails to maintain current CDL on file

e Fails to pass the required CDL medical exam

e Fails to file the require documentation Medical Exam Certification with the state

e Fails to complete and turn in the Annual Certification of Violation to CMV Coordinator.
e Falsifies/Omits information from Annual Certification of Violation

e Fails to report suspension of CDL or driver’s license

e Failed Drug and/or Alcohol test

e Refuses to provide consent to conduct annual Limited Query of the Drug and Alcohols
Clearinghouse

12 CMV / CDL Training

All CMV Operators are required to show proof of CMV training. Mosaic will cover the cost of
Certification training for Operators entering into the CMV program.

e CMV Operators shall be trained by a party selected by the CMV Administrator and shall be
a vendor dully authorized by the State of operation.

e Retraining shall be at the discretion of the CMV Administrator.

Note: Please see Section 17 for information on the CMV training location(s)

All CMV Operators will be required to pass a series of test including but not limited to written and
practical.

CMV Operator Supervisors

e Shall be trained in Drug and Alcohol Reasonable Suspicion Identification. At a minimum of
one (1) hour of alcohol awareness and one (1) hour of drug awareness.

e Drug and Alcohol Reasonable Suspicion training shall be provided by a vendor selected by
the CMV Administrator.

e Training is to occur prior to accepting job duties which include oversight of CMV Operators.

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14 DOT Drug and Alcohol Requirements

14.1 The DOT drug and alcohol testing requirements shall be considered in addition to an not a
substitute to the Mosaic Substance Abuse Policy

14.2 Alcohol use by CMV Drivers operating CMV shall be governed by:
e No consumption during a four (4) hour period prior to reporting for duty
e No consumption during an eight (8) hour period following a CMV accident
14.3 CMV Drivers may take prescriptions:
e Prescribed to the CMV Operator by a Doctor or Nurse Practitioner, and;

e Doctor or Nurse Practitioner had advised the CMV Operator of no ill effects of the
drug(s) to the operation of a CMV

14.4 The following types of drug and alcohol test are required by DOT

D&A Type Testing When will | be tested?

Pre-employment Drug test is required before a new hire or when a person transfers into
a driving position in the company.

Random For alcohol random test must be completed just before, during or
immediately after performing safety sensitive function.

Random testing for drugs can be done anytime you are at work.
Unannounced random testing is required for a certain percentage of
drivers each year.

Reasonable Suspicion | Based on observations by a properly trained supervisor of the CMV
operator’s appearance, behavior, speech and odors.

Documented on the reasonable suspicion form found under
Attachment 4 of the Mosaic Drug, Alcohol, and Substance Abuse Policy.

Form should be submitted to the program Administrator within twenty-
four (24) hours of any reasonable suspicion drug or alcohol test or
before the results of the alcohol or controlled substance test are
released, whichever is earlier.
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D&A Type Testing

Post-accident

When will | be tested?
Alcohol test following an accident when:
o Alifeis lost; or

e Acitation is issued within 8 hours of the accident and any
person involved in the accident is injured.

e Acitation is issued within 8 hours of the accident for moving
traffic violation that resulted in the towing of 1 or more vehicles.
Alcohol test shall be conducted within two (2) hours of the accident.
Attempt to test should continue for eight (8) hours.

A written explanation shall be submitted to the CMV Administrator
when alcohol test are not conducted within two (2) hours.

Drug test following an accident is required when:
o Alifeif lost; or

e Acitation is issued within 32 hours of the accident and any
person involved in the accident is injured.

e Acitation is issued within 32 hours of the accident for a moving
traffic violation that resulted in the towing or 1 or more
vehicles.

Drug test shall be conducted as soon as practical. Attempts should
continue for thirty-two (32) hours.

A written explanation shall be submitted to the CMV Administrator
when drug test are not conducted within thirty-two (32) hours or
attempts are suspended.

Medical treatment shall not be delayed in order to conduct post-
accident drug and alcohol testing.
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D&A Type Testing
Return-To-Duty (RTD)

When will | be tested?

Required for drivers who failed an alcohol test or tested positive for
drugs or refuse to take an alcohol or drug test. In order to return to
performing Safety-sensitive functions, an alcohol concentration of less
than 0.02 and/or a negative drug test is required.

An employee who has been de-authorized as a CMV Operator and
considered not qualified to perform jobs requiring operation of a CMV
due to the result of a positive drug / alcohol screening, may become an
authorized and qualified CMV Operator by:

Actively participating in and completing a prescribed rehabilitation
treatment plan as recommended by a Substance Abuse Professional
and administered by the Mosaic Company EAP.

Complete a negative return to duty urine test as well as submit to, at a
minimum six (6) unannounced observed follow-up urine drug test
within the first six (6) months of returning to his/her safety sensitive
position and/or,

Complete a negative return to duty breath alcohol test (<0.02%) as well
as submit to a minimum, six (6) unannounced follow-up breath alcohol
test within first twelve (12) months of returning to his/her safety
sensitive position.

A successfully bid into a job requiring the operation of a CMV.

Follow-up Required for drivers who failed an alcohol test, tested positive for drugs
or refused to take a test, and have successfully completed the return-
to-duty process.

15 FMCSA Drug and Alcohol Clearinghouse

The Drug and Alcohol Clearinghouse (Clearinghouse) is an electronic database containing records
of violations of drug and alcohol prohibitions. It will contain only violation that occurred on or
after the rule’s implementation date of January 4™, 2020.

This rule does not change any existing DOT-wide procedures for workplace Drug and Alcohol
Testing.

Starting January 6™, 2020, Mosaic will be required by Federal Law to report to the Clearinghouse

1. Alcohol testing violations, including alcohol concentrations of 0.04% or higher and refusals
to test.

Refusals to take a drug test where Mosaic makes the refusal to test determination
Actual knowledge of violation, including cited for DUl in a commercial motor vehicle; and
4. Specific milestones in the SAP program, including a negative drug and/or alcohol test.

Also Starting on January 06, 2020, Mosaic will be required by Federal Law to conduct queries to
check if current or prospective CMV Operators are prohibited from performing safety-sensitive
functions, such as operating CMV, due to an unresolved drug or alcohol violation.

All CDL holders must declare for the record whether their commercial motor vehicle
CMV) operation is in a category that requires medical certification.
